Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

Welcome to ART100! This semester, we will work on our critical thinking, communication, and teamwork skills
while learning about art and architecture from a broad survey of Western cultures ranging from Prehistoric
times through the Middle Ages..

25% of Semester Grade: Daily Attendance Assignment:

Attendance is recorded each class period by student participation in the daily discussion activity. Weekly
participation grade reflects class attendance and completion of online submission ON TIME before the end of
the due date. Students will be asked to share handwritten/typed daily activities/notes by scanning to
PDF/taking images of in-class/submitting work as a Word Document or Text Entry work to submit to the
Canvas submission portal on the respective date.

PLEASE NOTE: Students are responsible for tracking their own attendance in the course. It is vital to earning a
passing course grade that you follow the directions after EVERY CLASS to document the handwritten work
completed in class with your partner/groupmates so that you can upload to the Daily Attendance Submission
Portal.

Students also sign a clipboard in class to confirm their physical presence in class in consideration of the
attendance policy. However, signing the clipboard does not count towards this grade. Students must submit
the physical work you complete in class in the form of a photo, PDF, Word Document, or Text Entry.

FINAL NOTE: This is a face-to-face course which uses Canvas to process all submissions and posting grades.
We are not a hybrid or online course. In order to meet California Community College standards for credit in a
16-week in-person class, students are required to meet a minimum attendance requirement of 108 hours total
for this class, including around 48 hours of in-person attendance and around 60 hours of homework/studying
outside of class. Students with excessive absences (more than 6 excused or unexcused throughout the
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semester) are not able to meet the attendance minimum and will need to work with Prof C on a success plan
which may include working the DSPS office and/or dropping the course.

5% of Semester Grade: Week 0 Introduction:

Ouir first week of class is Week 0. We will cover course policies as well as have a brief introduction to our
subject matter and our classmates. Students will complete policy quizzes and an introductory discussion
board.

25% of Semester Grade: Weekly Journal Entry

Each week, students will review and respond to readings and other resources that are shared in the module
and used during our class sessions. These are informal journal entries which can be completed with a video or
audio recording, or through a written response. Work will be submitted as Microsoft Word Document or Text
Entry.

Students will be graded on completion and originality without any Al- generated/plagiarized/dishonest
submissions.

15% of Semester Grade: Third Quarter Critical Thinking Assignment:

During Weeks 8/9/10, we will flip the classroom so that students present group or individual projects that will
require you to develop 1-2 learning objectives related to our ART100 subject matter and a lesson plan which
aligns with the objective(s). Students will be graded for submitting an original response with NO PLAGIARISM
or Al-generated writing, following the directions provided by the instructor, and responses that are respectful to
our classmates and follow the instructions for writing a response provided by the instructor.

15% of Semester Grade: Midterm:

Students will complete an individual, oral presentation video relating to topics covered from the beginning of
the semester to the midterm period. This is a project that will require students to use their smartphone and/or
laptops/library computers to complete steps during class time.

Students will be graded for completing an original oral presentation with NO PLAGIARISM or Al-generated
writing, following the template and directions provided by the instructor, and responses that are respectful to
our classmates and follow the instructions for writing a response provided by the instructor.

15% of Semester Grade: Final:

Students will complete a team project relating to topics covered from the midterm period to the end of the
semester. This is a multimedia project that will require students to use their smartphone and/or laptops/library
computers to complete steps during class time. Students will have the option to submit their final as a video
submission or present in class accompanied by a slideshow presentation using PowerPoint, Google Slides, or
Canva/Prezi/other approved slideshow software.

Students will be graded for submitting an original response with NO PLAGIARISM or Al-generated writing,
following the template and directions provided by the instructor, and responses that are respectful to our
classmates and follow the instructions for writing a response provided by the instructor.

For writing assignments that prompt you
to write your own response in your own words, use of Al tools will fall under academic dishonesty and students
will earn an automatic 0 on writing assignments related to Formal Analysis Discussion Post, Midterm Oral
Presentation and Final Newsletter assignments.
