Course Description

ESL 003 is an integrated writing and grammar course designed for ESL students to develop language skills at
the low intermediate level. Students will learn to write organized paragraphs on familiar topics. Course will also
emphasize increasing vocabulary and grammar knowledge through reading and other activities. This course
may be taken concurrently with other ESL Level 3 courses. Successful completion of this course will prepare
students for ESL 004. (CEFR A2) (Nontransferable, nondegree applicable)

Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to:

1. Write and edit sentences and paragraphs on familiar topics;
2. Develop content, organization, and coherence to communicate effectively in written work;
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Produce a series of simple phrases and sentences linked with simple connectors like “and”, “but” and
“because”;

Describe plans and arrangements, habits and routines, past activities and personal experiences;

Use simple descriptive language to make statements about and compare objects and possessions, and to
express likes and dislikes, and preferences;

Demonstrate knowledge and use of vocabulary to deal with concrete and everyday needs.

¢ Sharing information that allows other students an advantage on an exam (such as telling a peer what to expect on
a make-up exam or prepping a student for a test in another section of the same class);

e Taking and using the words, work, or ideas of others and presenting any of these as your own work is plagiarism.
This applies to all work generated by another, whether it be oral, written, or artistic work. Plagiarism may either
be deliberate or unintentional.
