Course Description

This course provides advanced techniques and knowledge in computer graphics using Adobe Photoshop and Adobe
Illustrator, the industry standard software for computer graphic design. Emphasis is placed on the computer as a design
tool to assemble type and manipulate images for the printed page and Web publication. The course covers advanced
layers techniques; advanced compositing; and advanced web publishing techniques.

1. Utilize advanced Illustrator tools and skills to produce a professional, industry standard logo for a fiction-based
company.

Utilize advanced Illustrator tools to produce industry standard page layouts, objects, designs and graphics.

9. Utilize advanced liquify tool techniques to modify people's appearance, adjust contours, resize physical
attributes, and facial features.
