A study of human development from conception to death, including conception, prenatal development, 
infancy, toddlerhood, preschool years, middle childhood, adolescence, early adulthood, middle adulthood, 
later adulthood, and death.  The course covers psychodynamic theories of development, current research, 
and major developmental tasks.
