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Course Description and Objectives
In the course of the semester, students will read, examine, analyze, and evaluate many short essays
and one longer non-fiction work of at least 200 pages. Students will learn basic composition skills,
focusing on the sentence and paragraph, leading to a multi-paragraph essay. Students will study
vocabulary in the context of reading and writing,

STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES:

1. Attendance: Students who wish to do well in the class should plan on attending every class.
Students should try to arrive early so that they are on time for class. Students should officially
drop if they determine they do not want to take the class. You will receive and “F” if you stop
coming. Do not stop coming because you think you are failing. Talk to me, email me so that you
do not mess up your transcript even though this is not a transfer class.

2. Preparation, participation, and deadlines: Students are expected to arrive in class with the day’s
reading already completed or with required drafis ready to be turned in, Late work will reflect on
your class participation. Students will be expected to actively participate in class activities that
involve reading, discussion, peer response, and group work.

3. Materials: Students are expected to arrive in class with the assigned texts and a loose- leaf
binder with dividers to save all writings. Essays written may require pre-writing activities and
drafts. Directions will be given as to how to furn those items into the instructor. Returned writing
must be in your binder at each class meeting,



4. Proper format: For essays, turn in typed, one and a half (1 '%) spaced, three hole punched and
stapled (Professor Williams will have a punch and stapler for your use). On the BACK of EACH

Cheating includes, but is not limited to, (a) use of any unauthorized assistance in taking
quizzes, tests, assessment tests or examinations; (b) dependence upon the aid of sources
beyond those authorized by the faculty member in writing papers, preparing reports,
solving problems, or carrying out other assignments; or (c) the acquisition, without
permission, of tests or other academic material belonging to a member of the college
faculty or staff.

Plagiarism includes, but is not limited to, the use of paraphrased or directly quoted published
or unpublished work of another person without full and clear acknowledgment. It aiso
includes the unacknowledged use of materials prepared by another person or agency engaged
in the selling of term papers or other academic materials. Information gathered from the
internet and not properly identified is also considered plagiarism,

Any student found by a faculty member to have committed academic misconduct may be
subject to sanctions as determined by the faculty member. Sanctions MAY include a
warning, grade adjustment, and course failure. Consequences for plagiarism include a zero
on the assignment and a referral will be made to the proper campus authority.
