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COURSE DESCRIPTION

The course will cover the philosophy of Administration of Justice in America and identify its
various sub-systems. It will examine the roles and role expectations of criminal justice agents
and their interrelationship in society. The concepts of crime causations, punishment and
rehabilitation are introduced. This basic course provides a better understanding of the criminal
justice system and orients the students to career opportunities. Ethics, education and training for
professionalism in the system are discussed.

You may include a short video clip but it will only count for up to 2 minutes of
your time.

Individual Presentation Comments (50 Points)
You must write a short paragraph commenting on each of your classmate’s individual presentations.

Grading Criteria
You will earn 10 points per presentation day. You must comment on all presentations made.
Presentations will be made on five separate dates.

Textbook Assignments (40 Points)
You must submit four (4) ¥z page papers with an article on a criminal justice topic attached.
Due dates are listed in the syllabus.

Grading Criteria:
10 points per question.
Your ¥ paper will discuss how the article relates to a chapter in the textbook.

Research Paper (50 Points)

You must submit a typed, three page, double spaced paper on a criminal justice topic of your choosing.
The paper must be stapled, typed, 12 font and 1” margins all around.

It cannot be the same topic as your individual presentation.
