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Course Description and Objectives

In the course of the semester, students will read, examine, analyze,
and evaluate many short essays and one longer non-fiction work of
at least 200 pages. Students will learn basic composition skills,
focusing on the sentence and paragraph, leading to a multi-
paragraph essay. Students will study vocabulary in the context of
reading and writing.
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REQUIRED TEXTS:
Little & Brown Handbook and Rain of Gold by Victor Villasenor

STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES:

1. Attendance: Students who wish to do well in the class should
plan on attending every class. Students should try to arrive early so
that they are on time for class. If you have a job, work with your
Manager and let him/her know how important this class is. Students
should officially drop if they determine they do not want to take the
class.

Essays written may require pre-writing activities and
drafts. Directions will be given as to how to turn those items into
the instructor.

Cheating includes, but is not limited to, (a) use of any

Any student found by a faculty member to have committed
academic misconduct may be subject to sanctions as
determined by the faculty member.

Consequences
for plagiarism include a zero on the assignment and a referral
will be made to the proper campus authority.
