Class Routine: The student should read the appropriate text for the day’s assignment
PRIOR to coming to class, be able to discuss and/or ask questions about the day’s
assignment. Classes will start with an explanation of the text for the current assignment
by the instructor, and appropriate examples modeled. This will be followed by a “Self-
Test” in which the student answers questions in the textbook (also done at home before
the next class). The next class will begin with a discussion of the “Self-Test” and after
queries are answered, the assignment of the next section will be given. Thus, students are
EXPECTED to work continuously on their own, as well as supervised.

Homework: The student will always have homework assignments, each class. The
student will always have the “Self-Test” for the new assignment Students with extensive
musical training may find that they do approximately 1 — 2 hours of homework for each
hour of class time; while students with little or no musical preparation, may find that the
same homework takes between 2 to 3 hours. This will ameliorate when the musical
concepts are mastered. Also, do Homework regularly, from the Practice Websites
below.

Schedule of Assignments and Record of Grades: Students should continuously do the
Self-Tests after each section of reading/discussion. These will be discussed in class. It is
strongly suggested that the student does the appropriate learning reinforcement exercises
from the Workbook, and from the websites. These will be examined by the instructor.
