*Student will be able to demonstrate knowledge of definite and indefinite articles by completing
sentence.

*Demonstrate competency in creating affirmative and negative statements, yes/no questions, and wh-
guestions with the verb “be” and other verbs in the simple present, present progressive, and the simple
past; demonstrate the ability to use the four future forms to indicate planning, predicting, and
scheduling, and the past progressive and “used to” in the above mentioned forms: demonstrate the
mastery to use affirmative and negative imperative forms.

*Demonstrate mastery in using the modal “can” for ability; demonstrate the ability to use, recognize,
and produce modal verbs of ability, request, permission and advice.

*Demonstrate competency in using singular and plural nouns, including correct spelling, and
appropriate possessive forms, and with expressions of quantity for count and non-count nouns using
corresponding articles.

*Demonstrate competency with the use of subject and object pronouns, and possessive adjectives.
*Demonstrate competency in using, recognizing, and producing adjectives in correct word order,
adverbs of frequency, comparative, superlative, and equative forms.

*Demonstrate competency in using, recognizing, and producing verb+ gerund combinations, verb+
infinitive combinations.



Course Objectives (continued):

*Demonstrate competency in using, recognizing, and producing prepositions of time and location.
*Demonstrate competency to recognize and use expressions of quantity for count and non-count nouns.
