| Course Description

An introduction to the mathematical concepts needed for further study in Algebra. Topics covered will
include the real number system, variable expressions, solving equations, measurement and
conversions, and geometry. (Nontransferable, non-degree applicable)

Prerequisite: MATH 61 with C or better or Math placement test.

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| Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

Material needed: Textbook: Prealgebra, 6™ edition, by E. Martin-Gay(2011), paper, pen, pencil,
highlighter, and access to a stapler.

Course setting: This course is designed to have you learn facts while gaining an appreciation of the power of
mathematics and getting ready for your future courses in this field. My responsibility is to do my best to be

an effective guide, while you are responsible to make a commitment to learning and keeping up with the daily
work. Remember mathematics is learned through active participation. We will have daily lecture and set of
problems that need to be worked on during the class. These sets will be collected along with your homework
assignments (see schedule for due dates).

Remember: This is a short term course so you have to study every day! See below for Department of
education policy.

Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the amount of
student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2) hours of out-of-class
time per week over the span of a semester. WASC has adopted a similar requirement.
