The 

relationship between corrections and other components of the judicial system will be examined. (CSU)

  5. Identify, compare and contrast the characteristics, issues, programs and services within local, state and 

federal correctional institutions. 

  6. Describe the personnel fiscal, policy planning and legal issues of institutional administration and 

management through discussion, evaluation of case studies and specific programs. 

  7. Describe and evaluate: bureaucratic control and administrative issues; prisonization; inmate organizations; 

unionization and other operating mechanisms within the correctional institutions. 

  8. Identify and distinguish the typical characteristics of the male offender, female offender, juvenile offender 

and special categories such as the mentally disturbed, the retarded, the elderly and sex offenders. 

  9. Summarize and evaluate trends, innovations and directions in corrections to include: role of research, policy 

options, personnel training, careers in corrections and private corrections.
