Course Description 
English 001 is a grammar class in an English-only environment designed for the beginning or false beginning ESL  
student. The course will cover grammar and simple sentence writing. (Nontransferable,nondegree applicable)

Course Outcomes 

1. Write sentences in English with correct subject/verb agreement. 

 
2. Correctly form and use verbs in a variety of tenses. 

 
3. Identify the part of speech of a word, phrase, or clause and use it correctly in a sentence. 

 
4. Demonstrate knowledge of, and ability to use, correct punctuation and mechanics. 

 
5. Write and/or identify a variety of sentences (simple, compound, complex, compound-complex), including 

questions and negatives.  

 

Attendance  

 

 A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory activity of 

an online class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class.
