Course Description: ESL 042 is a short-term intensive course designed for students to
participate in a variety of authentic exchanges in academic and workplace environments.

Attendance: It is very important that you attend each class meeting. If you miss one
week of class you will be dropped.

Tests: These will be assigned every couple of weeks after we have completed a section.
There will be a total of 3 tests, each is worth 10 points. No test make-ups.

Final Conversation: There will be a final conversation. This will be done in groups.
Topics will be selected.

Final Exam: There will be a final exam at the end of the semester. Note that if you don’t
do the assignments and pay attention in class, you will do poorly.

Grading: It is based on a 100 point total, which includes homework, tests, final exam,
and participation.
