Course Description

child health, safety and nutrition. The key components that ensure physical health, mental health and safety for
both children and staff will be identified along with the importance of collaboration with families and health
professionals. Focus on integrating the concepts into every day planning and program development for all
children.

2. Compare and contrast various methods of collaboration with teachers and families to promote. health and
safety in settings for children ages 0-5.

3. Compare and contrast various health assessment tools and policies.

4. Identify environmental health and safety risks for children ages 0-5.

5. ldentify symptoms of common communicable diseases and other health conditions that effect children
young children.

6. Identify and discuss common health and safety issues in early childhood settings.

7. Identify characteristics of abuse and neglect and demonstrate knowledge of mandated child abuse reporting
procedures.

8. Differentiate the nutritional needs of various ages of children and plan economical and nutritional meals and
snacks based on the individual needs of children.
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9. Write appropriate early childhood curriculum on the topics of health, safety, and nutrition appropriate for
families and all children.

10. Recognize a caregiver’s role and responsibility to model good health, safety and nutrition habits

11. Research current health issues related to children and families.

12. Review laws and regulations (e.g., Title 22, Title 5, Fire Code) supporting health, safety, and nutrition in
children’s programs.
