Course Description: This course studies aspects of physical, intellectual, social, emotional, spiritual and environmental
health. Emphasis is placed on the development of attitudes and practices of a preventive lifestyle for healthy living and
optimal wellness. Specific instructional areas include chronic diseases, physical activity, nutrition, weight management,
birth control methods, human sexuality, alcohol, tobacco, illicit drug abuse, stress, and factors that contribute to wellness
and longevity. Experience in personal health assessment and the changing of health behaviors is also stressed.

Student Learning Outcomes:
1. Identify basic health terms.
2. Understand physical fitness principles.
3. Design a health behavior change plan, and evaluate the process of behavior change to improve health and reduce
the risk of disease.

Course Objectives:
1. Develop general knowledge of mental illness and personality development.
Describe the importance of nutrition, and the benefits of a fitness program.
Recognize the harmful effects of alcohol, drugs and tobacco.
Demonstrate knowledge about cardiovascular disease.
Demonstrate knowledge about cancer and other major diseases.
Recognize symptoms and treatments of a variety of infectious diseases.
Demonstrate an understanding about human sexuality including intimate relationships.

Assignments:
Out-of-class: Write a 1-2 page critical assessment of a health article published in the local newspaper.

Reading and Writing: Record and analyze personal diet and exercise habits.

Grading: Test grades will be based on the highest score of each test after applying the following scale, 90%=A, 80%=B,
70%=C, 60%=D. Final grade will be based on the same scale after adding up all points which come from Quizzes,
Assignments, Homework, Class Attendance, and Final Exam. Late assignments will receive only partial credit. No Extra
Credit!

Attendance:

e A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory activity of an online
class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class. Should readmission be desired, the
student’s status will be the same as that of any other student who desires to add a class. It is the student’s
responsibility to drop or officially withdraw from the class.
