This course is an introduction to the concepts of Algebra. Topics covered include solving equations,
polynomials, factoring, rational expressions, graphs and linear equations, systems of linear equations, and

inequalities.

5.Demonstrate an understanding of skills in operations with and simplifications of rational expressions.
6.Demonstrate a visual understanding of the Cartesian Coordinate System and linear graphs.
7.Demonstrate the ability to solve linear systems of equations both algebraically and graphically.
8.Demonstrate the ability to solve linear inequalities algebraically and be able to present the solutions

graphically.

Homework

Quiz/Pop-quiz/Group Project

A quiz may be given at any time during any class period. It may not be announced. The number of quizzes in
the semester will be instructor’s discretion. The purpose is to provide a feedback on the learning outcome. The
lowest quiz scores will be dropped. The quiz will contribute a small portion of the semester grade.

Tests

There will be four tests. No make-up tests will be given. The lowest score of the chapter tests will be dropped.
If a test is missed, it will be the test score that is dropped. The purpose of these tests is to check your
understanding of the concepts covered in the course. Most of the questions on these tests will require showing a
significant amount of work. A correct answer with insufficient work will receive partial credit or no credit.

Final Exam

At the end of the semester, a COMPREHENSIVE/CUMULATIVE Final Exam will be given. If you miss the
final, it will be recorded as a zero.
