5. Recognize and identify the major bones of the human skeleton.

6. Identify major fossil finds and their discoveries in Africa, Asia, and the Middle East.

7. Define the differences between the following: Australopithecines, Homo habilis, Homo erectus, Homo
neanderthalensis, Cro-Magnon.

8. Learn the adaptive significance of modern human variation and adaptations to different environs.

| Course Requirements and Instructional Methods
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Students will be tested on assigned reading material and from the multi-media presentations viewed in
classroom sessions. The scheduled exams may consist of true-false and multiple choice. Homework portfolio
assignments may be from our textbook and classroom sessions, as well as from the Internet, and will require
additional research and writing. Students must take the final exam to receive a final grade.
