| Course Description

World Regional Geography is a survey course which introduces students to the physical and cultural geographic
aspects of the world's realms. Geography's interdisciplinary approach is used to analyze regions and illustrate

their interdependence. (CSU,UC)

| Student Learning Outcomes

Upon course completion, the successful student will have acquired new skills, knowledge, and or attitudes as

demonstrated by being able to:

1. Analyze and compare cultures in terms of global population patterns.(ILO1, ILO2, ILO5)
2. Analyze current spatial geographic events using the Five Themes of Geography (ILO1, IOL2, I0L4)
3. Analyze the global economy in terms of regional production patterns (ILO2, ILO4, ILO5).

| Course Objectives

Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to:
1. Relate the 5 Themes of Geography to the World's regions.
2. Analyze the cultural and physical factors which divide the World into regions.
3. Compare worldwide geographic patterns using an atlas' thematic maps.
4. Appraise the impact and implications of regional problems on world political and economic orders.
5. Discuss globalization and sustainability by viewing the world's changing economic patterns.
6. Explain regional environment concerns, as they relate to the course’s topics.

| Course Requirements and Instructional Methods
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In this course, we will utilize several methods of instruction, including lectures, the textbook, multi-media
presentations, lab assignments (Google Earth), current events research and discussion, along with a group
project/presentation.

Lectures: Typical class meetings will consist of lectures, usually in the form of power point presentations.
Students should attend all lectures having completed the assigned reading material on the given lecture topic.
Students should take notes on the lectures. Template slides for organized note-taking are available on the course
Blackboard page.

Textbook: All assigned readings from this course come from Regions (2012), the required text. Students should
read the assigned material before lectures related to the topics covered in the various reading assignments.
Students must complete reading quizzes, covering the assigned readings, by each quiz’s posted due date. The
quizzes are taken online, via Blackboard.

Study Maps: Due to the nature of this course’s content, it is imperative that students learn the location of
countries, regions and major cities of the World. Each unit of the course has a blank study map, which is
accessed via the “Course Documents” section of the Blackboard page. On each map, students are responsible
for knowing all countries (and designated sub-state territories... US states for example) indicated on the maps.
In addition, students need to identify the location of the cities listed on each map.

Multi-Media Presentations: Videos and films will appear from time to time throughout the course. Publically
available video content (Youtube videos for example) may also be assigned for viewing in lectures, or outside
of class.

Lab Assignments: Students will complete three lab assignments using the program Google Earth, which is
available for download free of charge (see the above link).

Current Events Research and Discussion: Each student must select one news article, or several news articles
covering one event, that he or she finds relevant to one of the topics covered during the course of this semester.
During the final week, portions of class will be dedicated to discussing current event articles selected by
students. A grading rubric for the current events research and discussion assignment is available on Blackboard.

Group (Individual) State Project: Students will be divided into groups to complete a project, covering one
country of the world by applying the 5 themes of geography to it in the form of a paper. Students may complete
this project in groups of 5 or fewer, or may choose to complete the project alone. Instructions for completing the
project, along with a grading rubric are available on Blackboard.

Student Note Sharing: Although not a requirement for the course, students are encouraged to copy their lecture
notes and post them under the “Forums” section in Blackboard. Taking good notes is an important skill to
master in college, and comparing what others take away from lectures can be an excellent way to learn the
material. Also, if a student prefers to take notes in Spanish, or another language, he or she should feel free to
post his or her notes as well, as both the student and other speakers of said language will likely benefit.

Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the amount of
student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2) hours of out-of-class
time per week over the span of a semester. WASC has adopted a similar requirement.

Late Assignments Policy: All late assignments may be submitted and considered for up to 70 percent credit
before the day of the final exam.

Attendance
