Recommended for college transfer
students who wish to develop the critical reading and thinking skills necessary for all types of
college level reading. Includes substantial practice in analysis and criticism of opposing stands on
perennial social issues. (Formerly ENGL 111) (CSU)

Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

Each student is responsible for observing all assignment due dates and for coming to class
prepared as many in-class activities are based on your preparation. Class time may be spent
listening to brief lectures, taking notes, reading, thinking, writing, dialoguing, and collaborating
on group tasks.

Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is
the amount of student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and
two (2) hours of out-of-class time per week over the span of a semester.

‘ Projects

Three major projects will be assigned to give you an opportunity to display targeted
analytical and critical reading skills

Project #1: Analytical and Critical Reading



In this project you will summarize, analyze, and evaluate two arguments, using the
questioning methods that you’ve learned in the course.

Project #2: Detecting Deceptive Statistics
In this project you will analyze and evaluate the use of statistics as evidence in a written
argument.

Project #3: Argumentative Essay

In this project you will construct a two to three page argument on a timely issue, stating
your conclusion and supporting it with a variety of reasons, including one
counterargument and refutation.

Attendance

* A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or to complete the first mandatory
activity of an online class will be dropped by the instructor on the first official meeting of that
class. Should readmission be desired, the student’s status will be the same as that of any
other student who desires to add a class. It is the student’s responsibility to drop or officially
withdraw from the class.
