Students will further develop listening comprehension and will
increase fluency, accuracy, and confidence in oral production.

¢ Demonstrate competency in using, recognizing, and producing comparative,
superlative, and equative forms.

e Demonstrate mastery in using, recognizing, a producing singular and plural nouns,
Subject and object pronouns, possessive adjective forms, and with singular, plural,
and possessive noun forms in oral and aural exercises.

e Demonstrate ability to use, recognize, and produce object pronouns and two-word
(phrasal) verbs in oral and aural exercises.

e Demonstrate competency in recognizing and producing vowel and consonant
contrasts in minimal pairs, /t/ and /th/, /b/ and /v/, /j/ and /y/, /ch/ and /sh/,
long and short vowel sounds, the third person singular, possessive, and plural (/s/,
/z/, /iz/), the past tense (/tid/, /did/ /d/, or /t/), and /s/+ consonant
combinations.

e C(reate and present short dialogs and oral reports on limited topics, conduct
interviews and report on results.

e C(reate and present impromptu conversations and participate in role plays, both
scripted and unscripted.

¢ Demonstrate ability to take accurate notes on, and recognize important information
presented in academic lectures, movies, and other audio material.

e Demonstrate the ability to use, produce and recognize level appropriate vocabulary
in a variety of oral, aural, and written exercises.
