| Course Description

Tennis offers training in the basic fundamentals of the game including history, rules, and etiquette. Social
etiquette of the game is stressed along with the worthy use of leisure time. Tournament competition in singles
and doubles is emphasized. (CSU)(UC credit limited. See counselor)

Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

Students are required to attend and participate in each class meeting.

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Course Grading Based on Course Objectives

Students will be evaluated on class attendance, participation, and a tennis knowledge midterm and final exam.
Each absence will affect your participation grade. You are allowed 2 absences, on the 3 you can be dropped
from the course.

Attendance

e A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory activity of
an online class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class.
