Course Description

Plant propagation and production practices with emphasis on nursery operations including sexual and asexual reproduction, planting,
transplanting, fertilizing, plant pest and disease control; structures and site layout; preparation and use of propagating and planting mediums; use
and maintenance of common tools and equipment; regulations pertaining to plant production. Laboratory required. (CSU)

Course Objectives

Describe the principles of plant reproduction, sexual and asexual.

Demonstrate the ability to grow plants from propagation to salable size by showing a mastery of the following skills:

plant propagating methods including seed, cuttings, budding, grafting, layering, division, micro-propagation (tissue culture);
proper timing for the various propagation and production techniques appropriate to the plant specie and propagation method,;
formulating planting and propagating media as specified in a recipe; measuring and mixing fertilizers and applying them following
label directions; planting and transplanting a variety of plants into appropriate containers.

Exhibit the personal skills (attitude, work habits, etc.) for successful employment in the wholesale nursery business.

Discuss control procedures for at least ten common garden, landscape or crop and greenhouse pests.

Identify, use, and maintain common propagation and nursery tools and equipment.

Plan and design a nursery layout given a set of parameters.

Develop a presentation of, and provide a demonstration of a selected propagation method.

Describe the various types of wholesale plant production industries locally and in California.
