| Course Description

This course introduces students to the concepts and issues related to teaching diverse learners in today’s contemporary
schools, Kindergarten through Grade 12 (K-12). Topics include teaching as a profession and career, historical and
philosophical foundations of the American education system, contemporary educational issues, California’s content
standards and frameworks, and teacher performance standards. In addition to class time, the course requires a
minimum of 45 hours of structured fieldwork in public school elementary classrooms that represent California’s diverse
student population, and includes cooperation with at least one carefully selected and campus-approved certificated
classroom teacher.

| Course Objectives

which could affect their development as teachers.

2. Articulate the basic purposes of schooling and trace the history of their development.

Describe the multiple roles and functions of teachers and other school personnel, as well as parents and the

community, in meeting the diverse needs of students.

Demonstrate knowledge of professional standards, ethics, and professionalism in classroom and school visits.

Demonstrate an understanding of educational issues in a global context.

Demonstrate knowledge of the impact of cultural contexts on learning.

Analyze ecological challenges outside the classroom that impact student learning and identify school and

community resources that address these challenges.

Demonstrate skills in implementing established protocols for visiting schools and classrooms.

Demonstrate skill in implementing observation protocols.
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10. Relate course content to real classrooms through satisfactory completion of a minimum of 45 hours of approved
fieldwork including structured assignments, observations, and reflections that demonstrate the observer’s
ability to (a) recognize and describe examples of teaching events that implement some elements of the CSTP
and TPEs; (b) observe the use of state adopted academic content and performance standards; (c) compare and
contrast classroom environments; and (d) recognize and describe individual differences among students and
identify strategies and accommodations used to address these differences.

| Course Requirements and Instructional Methods
Preparation, regular attendance, and the completion of 45 hours of structured fieldwork are requirements of Education
200.

Class time may be spent listening to brief lectures, taking notes, reading, thinking, writing, discussing, and collaborating
on group tasks. If you are absent for a class meeting, you cannot make up the work completed in class.

You are responsible for submitting assignments before the deadline. Aside from documented emergency situations, |
will not grade late assignments. If you are absent on the day of a quiz (one quiz only), you will be allowed a make-up.

This class is web-enhanced and requires the use of a computer and web-based online learning platform called Canvas.

Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the amount of student
work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2) hours of out-of-class time per week
over the span of a semester.

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| Attendance

e A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory
activity of an online class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class.
