Course Description 

 

A first course in differential and integral calculus of a single variable: functions; limits and 
continuity; techniques and applications of differentiation and integration; Fundamental Theorem 
of Calculus. Primarily for Science, Technology, Engineering & Math Majors.

7. Use implicit differentiation 

8. Graph functions using methods of calculus 

9. Evaluate a definite integral as a limit 

10. Evaluate integrals using the Fundamental Theorem of Calculus

appropriate language, (10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional icons) to help convey meaning, and 
(11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple 
exclamation marks (!!!!)]. 

 
Academic Honesty 

Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors respect 
the integrity of one another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and safeguarding 
intellectual property.
