Compose a multi-paragraph that uses correctly formed sentences with virtually no sentence-level or grammar
errors.

Develop a research paper that effectively synthesizes ideas and information from multiple sources and utilizes
correct MLA formatting of citations.

Develop and apply discovery techniques for expository writing with multi-paragraph essays (5-paragraph or
more), including a mini research paper.

Design an essay plan based on concrete data in pre-writing exercises that produces a controlling idea or thesis
statement.

Organize content to support a thesis statement and subsequent supporting paragraphs while studying and
applying various rhetorical modes with emphasis on comparison/contrast, definition, cause/effect, and
argumentation.
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Demonstrate the ability to recognize and identify various audiences, both general and academic, focusing on
academic audiences.

Synthesize ideas and information from multiple sources in the development of a writing assignment that is
supported by citations from the reading.

Practice a variety of sentence types and demonstrate principles of effective sentence construction and
punctuation, including correct use of the comma, semicolon, quotation mark, apostrophe, and parentheses.
Demonstrate an understanding of connotative meaning and figurative language in his/her own writing after
recognizing this technique in the writing of others.

Practice and successfully demonstrate the skills in areas designated by the instructor to be appropriate
supplemental activities of improved writing technique.

APLIA:

Aplia is required online homework that corresponds to the grammar topics we will be focusing on. We will be using the
APLIA version titled: APLIA Basic Writing 2.

How to pay for your Aplia course:

You will need to pay for access using one of the options below.

*Free Trial: Everyone will have a free trial period, which means free access to Aplia. However, the free access period will
end on 09/04/2016 at 11:59PM.

All your scores and
course activity will be saved and will be available to you after you pay.

Late Work and Assignments:
e In-Class Assignments: Each class meeting is worth 10 points (20 points per week). Points are based on the
following criteria:
e Actual in-class assignments
e Participation/attendance
e Group Work
e  Qut of Class Assignments: The point value on these assignments varies.
e No late work will be accepted under any circumstance. Class work and homework will be collected weekly.
e Note: Incomplete assignments automatically receive a zero.
e If you are absent for a class meeting, you cannot make up the work that was completed in class.

Embedded Tutor:
This class is part of the embedded tutor program; therefore, we will have a tutor in our class. The tutor will attend all

our class sessions and will be available to assist you. The tutor will also offer weekly review sessions. This is a great
opportunity for you to review content presented in the class.

Quizzes:
Quizzes will be given on a weekly basis during class. Quizzes focus on grammar skills and assigned readings.

Final:

The final exam for this course is a common final. It is an in-class essay that should demonstrate your mastery of the
writing skills that you have attained throughout the semester.

Essay Grading Policy:
e Essays are graded on a percent of 100.
e Grade reflects the overall quality of the work turned in, how complete the work is and whether the instructions
from the assignment were properly followed.
e A rubric will be used to grade each essay.
e Alarge part of your essay is based on grammar/sentence construction.
e  Missing or unsatisfactory essays will be scored “no credit.” This is a O (F) and averaged into your grade.
e Each essay has a different overall value; see Grading Policy below for more information.
e Late essays are not accepted.
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Essays & Plagiarism:
e You will be writing a total of six essays.
e All essays will be turned in to “Safe Assign” (a plagiarism checker).
e So that your essay is not cited for plagiarism, the “Safe Assign” report should be 15% or less.
e Recycling essays (self-plagiarism) is not acceptable. For more information on this, read the section below:
“Academic Honesty”
e Any essay that is suspected of plagiarism will receive a zero.

Discussions:
e Discussion will be written weekly via Canvas.
e Be aware of discussion due dates.
e Detailed instructions will be given during one of our lab dates.
e Each discussion requires 2 parts:
o Part 1: Initial Discussion Post -minimum length 300 words
o Part 2: Respond to two of your peers -minimum length 150 words

Out of Class Assignments:

The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the amount of student work that reasonably
approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2) hours of out-of-class time per week over the span of a
semester.

Students are to comply with the following rules of netiquette: (1) identify yourself, (2) include a subject line, (3) avoid
sarcasm, (4) respect others’ opinions and privacy, (5) acknowledge and return messages promptly, (6) copy with caution,
(7) do not spam or junk mail, (8) be concise, (9) use appropriate language, (10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional
icons) to help convey meaning, and (11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or
multiple exclamation marks (!!!1)].

Academic Honesty

Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors respect the integrity of
one another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and safeguarding intellectual property.

There are many different forms of academic dishonesty. The following kinds of honesty violations and their definitions
are not meant to be exhaustive. Rather, they are intended to serve as examples of unacceptable academic conduct.

e Plagiarism is taking and presenting as one’s own the writings or ideas of others, without citing the source. You
should understand the concept of plagiarism and keep it in mind when taking exams and preparing written
materials. If you do not understand how to “cite a source” correctly, you must ask for help.

e Recycling Essays or Self-Plagiarism is reusing one’s own work. This is not actually “plagiarism” since the ideas

are not taken from someone else, but reusing previously written essays is not acceptable. ALL ESSAYS MUST BE
ORIGINAL.
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e Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or attempting to use
materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the context of the
academic assignment in question.

Anyone caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero (0) on the exam or assignment, and the instructor may report
the incident to the Campus Disciplinary Officer, who may place related documentation in a file. Repeated acts of
cheating may result in an F in the course and/or disciplinary action. Please refer to the General Catalog for more

information on academic dishonesty or other misconduct. Acts of cheating include, but are not limited to, the following:
(a) plagiarism; (b) copying or attempting to copy from others during an examination or on an assignment; (c)
communicating test information with another person during an examination; (d) allowing others to do an assignment or
portion of an assignment; (e) using a commercial term paper service.
