Course Description

A continuation of MUS 140. (CSU, UC)

Student Learning Outcomes

Upon course completion, the successful student will have acquired new skills, knowledge, and or attitudes as

demonstrated by being able to:

* Perform beginning level-2 pieces with correct pitches, rhythms, fingerings, hand position, at a reasonable
tempo, with expressions indications observed (ILO1, ILO2, ILO4)

* Perform all 12 major scales with the RH and LH separately. Up and Down 3 Octaves. (ILO2, ILO4)

* Perform all 12 minor scales with RH and LH separately one octave.

If any deficiencies exist, students will review objectives from MUS 140 as needed:
* Perform beginning level-1 pieces with correct pitches, rhythms, fingerings, hand position, at a reasonable
tempo, with expression indications observed. (ILO1, ILO2, ILO4)
* Perform the chromatic scale 1 octave in each hand separately
* Perform the C scale hands separately
* Perform 5 finger patterns hands together in several major keys.
* Perform chord progressions in several major keys.
 Perform 5 finger patterns hands together in all 12 keys.
* Perform chord progressions in all major and minor keys.
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If student advances through the recommended schedule before completion of the semester, advanced studies

are recommended:

* Perform beginning level-3 pieces with correct pitches, rhythms, fingerings, and hand position, at a reasonable
tempo, with expression indications observed

* Perform the chromatic scale full range, hands together at a fast tempo

» Perform any or all of the 12 major scales hands together

* Perform any minor scales hands together

» Perform I-IV-1-V-I chord progressions in minor keys

Course Objectives

1. Performance of level-2 repertoire

2. Performance of 12 major and minor scales hands separately.

3.. Accurate sight-reading of music of an appropriate skill level at the keyboard.
4. Accurate performance of prepared solos of an appropriate skill level.

5. Accurate transposition of octave +/- melodies and simple triadic harmonies.

Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

Daily Participation: Students are expected to attend each class and utilize class time at a keyboard workstation
practicing objectives.

Lab Activity: Designated lab time is allotted during each class for practicing course objectives. The instructor
will visit each workstation to listen and provide individual assistance as needed.

Lab Check— Every other week you will perform your repertoire assignments for a grade. (see attached rubric
for explanation of lab grading)

Recitals: students will perform a song of their choosing for a recital, once at midterm and once to conclude the
semester.

Midterm Exams: Students will perform selected technical exercises and repertoire to demonstrate their growth
over the semester. Specific individual assignments will be made upon student assessment.

Final Performance: Students will perform a song of their choice at an in-class recital.
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Note about pacing: the class schedule attached to this syllabus is a general guideline for pacing. Some students

may progress through the syllabus faster than others. Supplemental technical and repertoire assignments are
available to accommodate any student needing remediation or advanced challenges.

Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the amount of
student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2) hours of out-of-class
time per week over the span of a semester. WASC has adopted a similar requirement.

Attendance

(10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional icons) to help convey meaning, and (11) use appropriate
intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple exclamation marks (!!!!)].

Academic Honesty

Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or attempting to use
materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the context of the
academic assignment in question.

Anyone caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero (0) on the exam or assignment, and the instructor
may report the incident to the Campus Disciplinary Officer, who may place related documentation in a file.
