| Course Description

This course is an introductory overview of the field of human sexuality. Human sexuality will be
examined from psychological, biological, sociocultural, and historical perspectives. Students will be
encouraged to become aware of their own sexual attitudes, values, and behaviors and to evaluate the
consistency of their behaviors within their own moral frameworks. Current sex norms and various
aspects of interpersonal and individual sexual adjustment will be explored (CSU, UC).

8. Determine physiological and psychosocial factors contributing to sexual dysfunctions and identify
treatment alternative available for men and women who experience sexual difficulties.

9. Identify strategies to reduce the likelihood of contracting sexually transmitted infections.

10. Analyze psychosocial bases of rape, childhood sexual abuse, and prostitution.

| Attendance

e A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory
activity of an online class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class.
Should readmission be desired, the student’s status will be the same as that of any other student who
desires to add a class. Itis the student’s responsibility to drop or officially withdraw from the class.

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e Regular attendance in all classes is expected of all students. A student whose continuous, unexcused
absences exceed the number of hours the class is scheduled to meet per week may be dropped. For
online courses, students who fail to complete required activities for two consecutive weeks may be
considered to have excessive absences and may be dropped.

e Absences attributed to the representation of the college at officially approved events (conferences,
contests, and field trips) will be counted as ‘excused’ absences.

Students are expected to attend all class sessions and to arrive to class on time, with all electronic
devices turned off and put away. Since participation in classroom work and discussion is an important
part of this course, students will have 10 points deducted from their class points for each unexcused
absence. Students having three unexcused absences may be dropped from the class. Students who are
tardy three times will be considered as having been absent once. Absences attributed to the
representation of the college at officially approved conferences and contests and attendance upon
field trips will not be counted as absences.

LEAVING CLASS: Students are expected to remain in the classroom throughout the entire class
session. Students leaving the class early, or just briefly, without prior instructor approval, will have
points deducted from their class points.

source. You should understand the concept of plagiarism and keep it in mind when taking exams and
preparing written materials. If you do not understand how to “cite a source” correctly, you must ask
for help. Plagiarism will not be tolerated.

e Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or attempting
to use materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the
context of the academic assignment in question. Cheating includes, but is not limited to: looking at
another student’s papers, speaking out answers or questions, the use of open books or notes, use of
cell phones, finger spelling in sign language or by notes written on the skin. Baseball caps may not be
worn during quizzes or tests.
