Course Description 
An introduction the concepts needed for further study in Mathematics. Topics covered include operations with whole 
and rational numbers, decimals, percentages, ratio and proportions, and their applications. (Nontransferable, non-
degree applicable.) 
 
Student Learning Outcomes  
Given a problem or set of problems, the student will demonstrate problem solving strategies by identifying an 
appropriate method to solve a problem, correctly set up the problem, perform the appropriate analysis and 
computation, and share their interpretation of the conclusion or the outcome, using correct grammar or in an oral 
presentation. This outcome will be assessed through selected exercises on exams throughout the semester. 
 
Course Objectives  
Through various activities and assessments, students will: 

1. Demonstrate skills working with whole numbers. 
2. Demonstrate skills working with fractions.  
3. Demonstrate skills working with decimals.  
4. Demonstrate skills working with percentages.  
5. Solve problems involving sales tax and discounts.

Course Requirements and Instructional Methods  
Homework: There will be exercises assigned from every chapter and/or section that we cover to turn in. 
 
Tests: There will be seven (7) tests during the semester. Tests 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, and 6 will take place at the end of short 
clusters of topics. See the schedule below. Test 7 is the final. There will be no make-up exams. If you miss any 
exam, it will be recorded as a zero, and the final exam percentage will be used to replace that score at the end of 
the semester. If you miss the final, it will be recorded as a zero.  
 
Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the amount of 
student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2) hours of out-of-class time 
per week over the span of a semester.

Attendance
