| Course Requirements and Instructional Methods |

Lectures based on each lesson. Students will engage in activities related to the lessons — whole
group activities, pair work, and individual work.

Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is
the amount of student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and
two (2) hours of out-of-class time per week over the span of a semester. WASC (Western
Association of Schools and Colleges) has adopted a similar requirement.
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It is estimated that each student should invest 4 hours (or more) a week on class preparation,
reading, writing assignments, Each student is responsible for required readings and written
assignments from each article the instructor assigns. No late assignments will be accepted without
previous arrangements.

3. You may be dropped after three absences.

Attendance

e Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or
attempting to use materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or
inappropriate in the context of the academic assignment in question.

Anyone caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero (0) on the exam or assignment, and
the instructor may report the incident to the Campus Disciplinary Officer, who may place related
documentation in a file. Repeated acts of cheating may result in an F in the course and/or
disciplinary action.
