Weekly Assignments: There will be a combination of homework and in-class assignments. The nature
of the assignments will vary from class to class.

Quizzes: There will be a number of brief quizzes to assess how well you have understood both the
readings and the class discussions. You can consider the quizzes to be warm-ups for the Midterm and
Final Exam.

Art Analysis and Critical Review: Art Analysis will require you to write a critical analysis of a
painting or sculpture here at IVC. The Critical Review will require you to review either a recent (from
the last year) concert, play, performance, album, or film.

Creative Project: You will be asked to complete two creative projects during the session, one
connected to visual art and one connected to performance art.

Midterm and Final: The Midterm covers all of the material from the first part of class (the visual arts);
the Final covers all of the material for the second part of class (the performing arts).
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| Attendance

e A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory
activity of an online class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class.
Should readmission be desired, the student’s status will be the same as that of any other student who
desires to add a class. It is the student’s responsibility to drop or officially withdraw from the class.

e Regular attendance in all classes is expected of all students. A student whose continuous, unexcused
absences exceed the number of hours the class is scheduled to meet per week may be dropped.

to use materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the
context of the academic assignment in question.

Anyone caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero (0) on the exam or assignment, and the
instructor may report the incident to the Campus Disciplinary Officer, who may place related
documentation in a file. Repeated acts of cheating may result in an F in the course and/or disciplinary
action.
