Course Description 

 

The course is an introduction to ordinary differential equations including both quantitative and qualitative methods as well as 
applications from a variety of disciplines. Introduces the theoretical aspects of differential equations, including first, second, and higher 
order differential equations and their applications, establishing when solution(s) exist, and techniques for obtaining solutions, including, 
series solutions, and singular points, Laplace transforms and linear systems. (CSU, UC)

1. Create and analyze mathematical models using ordinary differential equations. 
2. Identify the type of a given differential equation and select and apply the appropriate analytical technique for finding the 

solution of first order and selected higher order ordinary differential equations. 
3. Apply the existence and uniqueness theorems for ordinary differential equations. 
4. Find power series solutions to ordinary differential equations. 
5. Determine the Laplace Transform and inverse Laplace Transform of functions. 
6. Solve Linear Systems of ordinary differential equations..

messages promptly, (6) copy with caution, (7) do not spam or junk mail, (8) be concise, (9) use 
appropriate language, (10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional icons) to help convey meaning, and 
(11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple 
exclamation marks (!!!!)]. 

 
Academic Honesty 

 
Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors respect 
the integrity of one another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and safeguarding 
intellectual property. 
 

There are many different forms of academic dishonesty.  The following kinds of honesty violations and 
their definitions are not meant to be exhaustive.  Rather, they are intended to serve as examples of 
unacceptable academic conduct. 
 

 Plagiarism is taking and presenting as one’s own the writings or ideas of others, without citing the 
source.

 Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or attempting 
to use materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the 
context of the academic assignment in question.   

Anyone caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero (0) on the exam or assignment, and the 
instructor may report the incident to the Campus Disciplinary Officer, who may place related 
documentation in a file.
