Methods of evaluation to determine if objectives have been met by student/exam and grading procedures:

The length will be 15 to
20 minutes long.

» There will be written homework tests on the chapters that have been assigned.
The presentation and the homework tests will be worth 25% of the student’s
grade. The remaining 25% of the student’s grade will be based on the student’s
performance on the students’ laboratory projects and completed worksheets.

@) Do not leave machinery unattended when on.
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(8) Do not use tools, equipment, or machinery you have not been instructed on how
to use them.

9) Use the proper tool for the job at hand.

(10)  When operating the equipment with another student, make sure it is understood
which student is the operator.

(11)  Observe rules concerning operator’s safety zones.

(12) Do not hold a conversation with someone operating power tools, equipment or
machinery. The distraction may cause an accident.

(13)  Never operate power tools, equipment or machinery without the proper safety
guards in place.

(14)  When using air, be sure that no one will be the target of the air blast.

(15) Unsafe work practices or safety hazards are to be reported to your instructor.

(16)  Any accident or injury, regardless of how minor, must be reported to your
instructor immediately.

(17)  No horseplay, running, scuffling, etc. on the college facilities.

(18)  No music allowed in the auto shop.

(19) No parking in front of the gate.

(20)  No work should be done without instructor's permission. No parking inside the
shop during lecture time.
