6. Identify and describe the techniques and methods used by developmental psychologists to study
human development

7. ldentify and describe classic and contemporary theories and research in lifespan psychology

8. Describe the developing person at different periods of the lifespan

9. Identify possible causes or sources of developmental change and reasons for disturbances in the
developmental process

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\Academic Honesty
