person singular, possessive, and plural (/s/, /z/, /iz/), the past tense (/tid/, /did/ /d/, or /t/), and

/s/+ consonant combinations.

Create and present short dialogs on limited topics illustrating a particular function or situation.

9. Create and present impromptu conversations on limited topics illustrating a particular function or
situation.

10. Demonstrate the ability to use, produce, and recognize level appropriate vocabulary in a variety of
oral, aural, and written exercises.

| Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

your classmates and teacher in English. You will be expected to speak in English in the following contexts:

(1) with a partner;

(2) in a small group;

(4) with your teacher;

(5) in telephone assignments;

(6) with strangers in out-of-class assignments.
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You will also listen to audio clips and watch videos and will be expected to discuss and write about the
content in English. You will give three speeches during the term: My Role Model, Report on an Interview,
and My Plans for the Future. You will have tests and other assignment
