Course Description 

Introduction to the study of society.  Overview of major concepts, methods and theoretical perspectives 

including: culture, social structure, institutions, socialization, gender, race, social class, inequality, deviance, 

and social control. Topics include macro and micro theories. (C-ID SOCI 110) (CSU,UC)

  4. List the components of culture and their impact on human behavior.  

  5. Describe the importance of political forces in understanding our society and the process of social change.  

  6. Identify the causes and processes of deviant behavior and the mechanisms of social control.  

  7. Define the various forms of marriage and the family.  

  8. Recognize social problems and social issues in the United States and in cultures throughout the world.

Course Requirements and Instructional Methods  

Three Exams (300 pts.) 

There will be three exams given throughout the semester.  The first exam will cover the first five chapters 

(Chapters 1-5).  The second exam will cover the next five chapters (6-10).  The third exam will cover the last 

five chapters (11-15).  The exams will be multiple-choice, true/false, and fill in the blank. Please bring in #2 

pencil and scantron to each examination. 

Make-up examinations will be accommodated provided they are taken within one week of the scheduled 

examination and are pre-approved by the instructor.   If approved, the make-up exam will be one grade lower.   

Quizzes (150 pts) 

There will be a total of 15 quizzes during the semester.  These quizzes will cover important terms, topics, and 

events, for each chapter.  Quizzes will be given promptly at the beginning of class so please be here on time.  

The quizzes will serve as a study guide for each chapter. While quizzes cannot made up when absent, 

notification of absence will be result in earning five (5) points. 

 

Current Events (150 pts) 

There will be a total of fifteen (15) current events assigned throughout the semester. They are to be at least one 

(1) page in length.  Each current event will be ten (10) points each.  To earn ten (10) points, the papers must be 

typed.  Handwritten papers will be worth eight (8) points.  More information will be given at a later date.   

These assignments shall be submitted at the beginning of the class for which they are due (date will be posted 

on your schedule of assignments) or at the end of class if assigned in a group. Late papers may be submitted, 

however, they will receive an increasing 2 point reduction in points each week they are late (1 week = 2 points, 

2 weeks = 4 point, etc). E-papers may be accepted with prior approval from the instructor; however, they must 

be submitted prior to the starting time of the class session on the day they are due. E-papers are subject to the 

same rules regarding lateness as regular papers. 

 

Reaction Papers (105 pts) 

There will be a total of seven (7) reaction papers due throughout the semester.  Each paper will be one (1) page 

long, with separate title page, and must be typed. Each reaction paper will be worth fifteen (15) points.  More 

information will be given at a later date.  

These assignments shall be submitted at the beginning of the class for which they are due (date will be posted 

on your schedule of assignments). Late papers may be submitted, however, they will receive a 3 point 

reduction in with each week they are late (1 week= 3 points off, 2 weeks= 6 points off, etc.) E-papers may be 

accepted however, they must be submitted before midnight that Thursday they are due. E-papers are subject to 

the same rules regarding lateness as regular papers.
