| Course Description

and teach students how to think and write critically about philosophical questions such as these.

Writing assignments will be due at the beginning of class. They will be graded by letters ranging from an Ato an F.

There will be thee exams throughout the semester, and a comprehensive final. Before each exam | will tell you what
kinds of topics will be on the test so you can prepare accordingly.

In addition to the Paper and exams, there will be 4 quizzes, each is worth 2.5% of your final grade. There will also be a
term paper (4-6 pages) assigned near the end of the semester. The specifics of the paper will be covered in class and are
in Blackboard.

Finally, a significant component of your final grade will be based on your participation in class. To do well in the class,
you should do all of the reading assignments and group work in order to obtain you class participation points.

Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the
amount of student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2)
hours of out-of-class time per week over the span of a semester. WASC has adopted a similar
requirement.

(11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple
exclamation marks (!!!1)].

context of the academic assignment in question.
