\ Course Description
A study of selected works, in translation and in English, of literature from around the world, including

Europe, the Middle East, Africa, Asia and other areas, from antiquity to the mid or late seventeenth
century. (CSU, UC)

\ Student Learning Outcomes \
Upon course completion, the successful student will have acquired new skills, knowledge, and or
attitudes as demonstrated by being able to:
1. Synthesize and evaluate world literature (including genre, themes, and historical contexts) from
the earliest known written works to the Renaissance. (ILO1, ILOZ2, ILO5)
2. Demonstrate command of rules regarding plagiarism and academic ethics. (ILO3)
3. Perform literary analysis featuring close reading skill, coherent interpretation, thoughtful
interaction with themes/content, and extension of literary text/s. (ILO1, ILO2, ILO3)

\ Course Objectives
Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to:
1. Student will demonstrate knowledge of the basic methods and techniques of literary analysis
through discussion, quizzes and writing.
2. Student will explain awareness of the influence of cultural, social, and political movements on
major literary works through discussion, interpreting and writing analysis of literary works.
3. Student will develop text interpretations of a variety of literary works supporting the
interpretations with citations from the works studied.

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\ Course Requirements and Instructional Methods
1. Attend every class session. Any student who misses the first class will be dropped. Students may
be dropped at instructor discretion if they miss more than a week of class hours
continuously.

¢ Reading Homework: I will provide (on a regular basis) questions that will help guide your reading of
the various works we will cover this semester. You will be expected to come to class with two copies of
your responses: one for the instructor, one for you to use during class discussion.

¢ In-Class Work/Quizzes: The in-class work will be a combination of group work and individual
work; the quizzes will be occasional, unannounced, and brief.

o Essay #1: The first essay will be a brief but thorough analysis of a work from ancient Greece or Rome.
There will be some minor research required for this paper, and you will need to format and to document
this research according to MLA guidelines. More details will be

o Essay #2: The second essay is a more comprehensive research paper. The specifics of this assignment
will be explained later in the semester.

e Midterm and Final: Details on these exams will be provided later.

| Attendance

e A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory
activity of an online class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class.

appropriate language, (10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional icons) to help convey meaning, and
(11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple
exclamation marks (!!!!)].

| Academic Honesty

Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors respect
the integrity of one another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and safeguarding
intellectual property.

There are many different forms of academic dishonesty. The following kinds of honesty violations and
their definitions are not meant to be exhaustive. Rather, they are intended to serve as examples of
unacceptable academic conduct.

e Plagiarism is taking and presenting as one’s own the writings or ideas of others, without citing the
source. You should understand the concept of plagiarism and keep it in mind when taking exams and
preparing written materials. If you do not understand how to “cite a source” correctly, you must ask
for help.
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e Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or attempting
to use materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the
context of the academic assignment in question.

Anyone caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero (0) on the exam or assignment, and the
instructor may report the incident to the Campus Disciplinary Officer, who may place related
documentation in a file. Repeated acts of cheating may result in an F in the course and/or disciplinary
action.
