Also needed is the worksheet packet available in bookstore (or you can print your own copies from files 
online). A scientific calculator (non-graphing) is recommended for checking work but is NOT allowed to 
be used on exams.    
 

A handout with instructions on registering with Math Lab (or Math XL), as well as the 
necessary course ID number will be provided and is also posted on Canvas. 

Course Requirements and Instructional Methods 
In class instructional method is lecture based with in class worksheets and practice problems that 
correspond to the material covered in lecture.  Evaluation is based on in class examinations and out of 
class homework assignments.   

This course moves quickly, covering 2 – 3 sections from the textbook each class meeting.  You should 
expect to spend at least 2 – 4 hours on homework after every class meeting.   It is critical that you do the 
homework and ask questions.  You cannot learn mathematics without doing the problems.  Math is a skill 
that you can become good at by practicing it.   Homework helps you asses your own problem areas.   It 
also what makes the material “stick in your head”.  It is an extremely bad idea to wait until the weekend 
to start your homework.  You will not be able to remember everything done in class.  One of the best 
things you can do is reserve a time slot every day devoted to working on math.  If you fall behind it will be 
difficult to catch up.   
 
If you are having difficulty with the material, get help.  You can get help from me during office hours or in 
the math tutoring center.  Work with others outside of class, form a study group if possible.  You are 
responsible for all material in assigned chapters and all material covered in lecture, even if you are 
absent, so find someone in class to make you copies of the notes & materials if you cannot be in class. 
 
Out of Class Assignments:  The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the 
amount of student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2) 
hours of out-of-class time per week over the span of a semester.  WASC has adopted a similar 
requirement. 
 
Course Grading Based on Course Objectives 

EXAMS:  There will be six (6) in class exams (100 points each) and one comprehensive final examination 
(100 points).  Exams are closed book/closed note and each student must work independently.  There are 
no make-up exams.  Plan now to be in class on the date of the exams.  Any missing exam grade will be 
recorded as a “0”.  Your lowest test score will be dropped.  This can be done only one time.  Note:  The 
final exam is cumulative and mandatory for all students.   
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HOMEWORK:  There will be homework assigned for each chapter in the book.  Homework will be done 
online. It will be difficult to pass the class if you do not complete any homework!  You must 
purchase the access to the website and then you may use you own personal computer with internet 
access or use a computer in the Math Lab or Library to complete the assignments. Homework will be 
worth up to 17 points per chapter (6 chapters) as follows (NOT using Math XL overall percent):   
80% or more correct = 17 points,   70% or more correct = 14 points,  
60% or more correct = 11 points,   50% or more correct = 8 points,  
40% or more correct = 5 points,   30% or more correct = 2 points.   
Less than 30% correct = 0 points 
Homework grade will be given at the end of the course based on your completed work for each 
chapter.  

GRADING: To receive a passing grade of “C” or better, you must have 490 points or more based on:  
Homework (Math XL)  100 points 

  Exams     500 points 
  Final     100 points  
  Total     700 points 
  
Breakdown: 630 (90%) & up = A,      560 – 629 (80 – 89%) = B,      490 – 559 (70 – 79%)= C,                            
420 - 489 (60 – 69%)= D,   below 420 = F. 

Attendance, class participation and a subjective instructor’s interpretation of work may be used in 
assigning a final grade to borderline cases. 

Incomplete Grade 
To receive a final grade of incomplete, you must be passing the class and be unable to take the final exam. 

Attendance 
• A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory 

activity of an online class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class.  
Should readmission be desired, the student’s status will be the same as that of any other student who 
desires to add a class.

• Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or attempting 
to use materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the 
context of the academic assignment in question.   

Anyone caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero (0) on the exam or assignment, and the 
instructor may report the incident to the Campus Disciplinary Officer, who may place related 
documentation in a file.  Repeated acts of cheating may result in an F in the course and/or disciplinary 
action.

(11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple 
exclamation marks (!!!!)].
