| Course Description |

An introduction to the mathematical concepts needed for further study in Algebra. Topics covered will
include the real number system, variable expressions, solving equations, measurement and
conversions, and geometry. (Nontransferable, non-degree applicable)

Prerequisite: MATH 61 with C or better or Math placement test.

1. Demonstrate problem solving strategies by identifying an appropriate method to solve a given
problem, correctly set up the problem, perform the appropriate analysis and computation, and
share their interpretation of the conclusion or the outcome, using correct grammar or in an oral
presentation. This outcome will be assessed through selected exercises on exams throughout
the semester.

\ Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

Material needed: MyMathLab, paper, pen, pencil, highlighter.

Course setting: This course is designed to have you learn facts while gaining an appreciation of the power of
Mathematics and getting ready for your future courses in this field. My responsibility is to do my best to be

On daily basis you need to:
e Use provided lectures and book materials to study the day’s topics and take notes as needed.
o Work on the assignments.

After each test, except the final exam, students will be able to retake a similar test and improve their test score by
maximum of 15 points on each test. The retest date and time will be announced 2 days before the retest which will be
outside of regular class time depending on the room availability time and location will be announced. Students have to
make their schedule free for the retest time block and no other opportunities will be given for that purpose, as this is an
optional activity and not a mandatory activity.
