\ Course Description

This course is designed to review and reinforce proper use of the verbs “to be” and “to have” and
the simple present and present progressive verb forms. It is a recommended supplement for
students in Beginning and Low Intermediate and Intermediate ESL courses.

1. Select the correct verb ‘to be” versus “to have” needed to complete a passage in English.

1. Students will demonstrate competency in understanding of the difference between the verb
‘to be” and the verb “to have” and to use them correctly in both oral and written forms.

2. Students will demonstrate competency in understanding of the difference between the
simple present and present progressive forms and be able to create sentences using the
correct tense in both oral and written forms.

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\ Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

Lectures based on each lesson. Students will engage in activities related to the lessons — whole
group activities, pair work, and individual work.
