Course Description  

The course is an introduction to ordinary differential equations including both quantitative and qualitative methods as well as 
applications from a variety of disciplines. Introduces the theoretical aspects of differential equations, including first, second, 
and higher order differential equations and their applications, establishing when solution(s) exist, and techniques for 
obtaining solutions, including, series solutions, and singular points, Laplace transforms and linear systems. (CSU, UC)

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Course Objectives  

Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to:  

1. Create and analyze mathematical models using ordinary differential equations.  
2. Identify the type of a given differential equation and select and apply the appropriate 

analytical technique for finding the solution of first order and selected higher order 
ordinary differential equations.  

3. Apply the existence and uniqueness theorems for ordinary differential equations.  
4. Find power series solutions to ordinary differential equations.  
5. Determine the Laplace Transform and inverse Laplace Transform of functions.  
6. Solve Linear Systems of ordinary differential equations..  

 
Homework: Homework for the semester is available in the Canvas website. I will not collect your  
                         homework. It is expected that you will keep up with the homework. This means that you 
                         will complete the homework between class periods. I will hold office hours for  
                         homework questions for this class at 7:30 Wednesday mornings (I think it is safe to say  
                         no one has class prior). If you should do poorly on an exam and come to my office, I will  
                         expect that you are able to show me your completed homework. Do not depend on  
                         homework solutions or others to do your homework for you. Copying isn’t learning.  
 
       Quizzes:  Quizzes will either be in class or take-home. If I give an in-class quiz, you will have no  
                          more than 10 minutes to complete the quiz and it will come directly from your 
                          homework. You may use your homework on the quiz as well. There are no make-ups on 
                          quizzes. Two quizzes will be dropped.   
        Project:   Projects will be completed in groups. These will consist of more challenging math problems  
                          and MathLab assignments.  
 
          Exams: There are four exams. If you can do the homework and the material we discussed in  
                          class, you will be prepared for the exam. I will give definitions and some theorems on  
                          the exams as well. Make certain to check canvas for a list of definitions and theorems  
                          you should know. There are no make-up exams. If you should miss an exam for an  
                          emergency, please make sure to get a doctors’ note. Generally, I will give a longer, more  
                         comprehensive final.  
 
Office Hours: Take advantage of them – especially the homework question reviews.
