Hands-on practice with the Microsoft Word word processing software using a windows environment. The course is designed 

for beginners and will focus on document creation including multipage documents; basic editing and text enhancement; line 

and page formatting; cut, copy, and paste, spell check and thesaurus. (CSU) 
 

Upon course completion, the successful student will have acquired new skills, knowledge, and or attitudes as 

demonstrated by being able to: 

1. Design and create a two page advertisement promoting green environment using MS Word features. 
 

Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to: 

1. Demonstrate know ledge of the basic concepts needed to use the word processing program. 

2. Crate, move cursor through text, save and print documents. 

3. Open and edit a document. 

4. Demonstrate knowledge of basic text formatting, including margins, tabs, page breaks, justification, and line spacing. 

5. Demonstrate use spell check, and envelope. 

6. Enhance text appearance using bold, italics, underline, center, and flush right. 

7. Cut, copy, past, drop and drag text. 

8. Create multi-page documents using page numbering, headers and footers, and font screens. 

9. Crate footnotes and endnotes, and demonstrate knowledge of thesaurus and Grammatik features.
