\ Course Description

Continuation of SPAN 220. It is designed for Heritage Speakers of Spanish to improve their writing, reading,
and grammar skills. It focuses on the mastery of formal, written communication in Spanish at the intermediate-
advanced level, while integrating authentic cultural and literary readings from Spanish speaking countries. The
course focuses also on language challenges that Spanish speakers still encounter at intermediate-advanced
level, such as orthography, the inappropriate mix of English and Spanish in specific contexts, and standard
Spanish as contrasted with regional variations. This course is conducted entirely in Spanish. Emphasis on the
conditional and the subjunctive forms. (CSU) (UC credit limited. See a counselor.)

Spanish 220 or equivalent.

1. Demonstrate increased exposure to and mastery of the written Spanish language at an intermediate-
advanced level.

2. Assess intermediate-advanced level readings in Spanish and demonstrate oral and written
understanding by applying expository techniques such as summarizing, comparing, and contrasting.

3. Organize a short research paper on a selected literary or other culturally relevant theme in Spanish.

4. Differentiate between Hispanic and non-Hispanic customs, literature, traditions, art, and music in
Spanish, orally and in writing, by applying grammar and vocabulary structures seen at the intermediate-
advanced level as specified in the ACTFL [American Council of the Teaching of Foreign Languages]
guidelines.

5. Examine the use of different registers of expression (formal, written, and oral) as well as the colloquial
and dialectical forms in Spanish in order to construct diverse oral and/or written reports.

Pruebas gramaticales:
El curso incluye varias pruebas gramaticales en Canvas. Las pruebas son a contrarreloj (es decir tienen 10
minutos para terminarlas) y solo podran tomarlas una vez.

Actividades de practica

En los médulos de aprendizaje habra varias actividades de practica. Estas pueden ser practicas gramaticales o
pueden ser preguntas de comprension sobre lecturas y cortometrajes. Las actividades de practica de los mddulos
de gramadtica puede tomarlas hasta en 3 ocasiones. Las actividades de practica en los mddulos de Cultura,
Literatura y Lectura y Comprension solo tendra una oportunidad para hacerlas, pero puede pausarlas y regresar
a ellas sin problema.

Entrevistas orales.

El estudiante tendrd dos entrevistas con el maestro para evaluar su destreza oral. Estas entrevistas seran
calificadas segun la correccion al hablar (gramdtica y ortografia), uso del registro lingiiistico formal y la
presencia de “Spanglish”. Las entrevistas pueden ser hechas en la oficina del maestro o por medio de las redes
sociales como Facebook, Google Hangout o por skype. Hay una guia para establecer comunicacion via Google
Hangout en el folder llamado Recursos y Preguntas Frecuentes.
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Escritura

En esta clase hay dos tipos de asignaturas escritas; las llamadas “jA Escribir! y los ensayos. Las
asignaturas escritas llamadas jA Escribir! tienen un valor de 10 puntos, son semanales y estan relacionadas con
actividades y lecturas incluidas en el libro. Estas asignaturas (A Escribir) se encuentran en los modulos de
escritura y deben enviarse a mas tardar los viernes. Una vez que el maestro reciba el envio le sefialara las faltas
de ortografia por medio de simbolos de correccion (la guia la puede encontrar en el modulo Informacion
Importante), le asignara una calificacion parcial y se la regresard al estudiante, quien deberd hacer las
correcciones necesarias y regresar la asignatura corregida para el domingo de esa misma semana. Si la
asignatura no se corrige entones se quedara la calificacion parcial que el maestro asignd al primer envio.

IMPORTANTE: Sino se envia el viernes entonces NO se califica y se pierden esos 10 puntos.

Ensayo o composicion escrita:

Habra tres ensayos a lo largo de la clase. Un ensayo descriptivo, una carta de opinion y un ensayo narrativo.
Estos ensayos se enviaran a Canvas como documentos adjuntos (attachments) en las fechas determinadas en el
calendario. Estos ensayo NO se corregiran, el maestro les asignara una calificacion final.

Discusion en clase:
Las discusiones semanales pueden encontrarse en los modulos de aprendizaje. Las discusiones seran sobre
temas relacionados con actividades de los textos sobre los cuales los estudiantes tienen que opinar. Por cada
tema, los estudiantes tienen que escribir su opinion y también comentar sobre la opiniéon de otro compafiero en
otras dos entradas. De esta manera tendrdn que escribir tres entradas por tema semanalmente. La primera
participacion en la discusion debe hacerse para el dia jueves de cada semana. Si su primera participacién no
estd en la discusion para el jueves de esa semana perderd los puntos correspondientes. Sus otros dos
comentarios a los compafero/as se vencen el domingo de esa semana.

Recuerde, la primera participacion es su respuesta a la pregunta del profesor, debe tener por lo menos
150 palabras y se vence el jueves a las 11:59 pm. La segunda parte consta de dos comentarios a dos distintos
compaiieros de clase, cada uno de mis comentarios debe tener por lo menos 50 palabras y se vencen el

domingo. Si su participacion no aporta a la discusion, no recibira puntos por su respuesta.

Repasos:
El maestro ofrecera repasos presenciales en IVC. Si los estudiantes lo solicitan, el maestro abrira sesiones de

repaso presenciales antes de los exdmenes o en cualquier momento durante el semestre.

ESTRUCTURA DEL CURSO ONLINE:

Este curso esta organizado en una leccion preliminar y 5 lecciones mas. Cada leccion estd divida en semanas y
éstas incluyen modulos de aprendizaje. Los modulos de aprendizaje tienen 5 areas divididas en:

1) Historia, cultura y sociedad
a. Contiene videos y lecturas sobre aspectos relevantes de los paises de habla hispana.
2) Gramatica y Ortografia
a. Contiene explicaciones gramaticales y ortograficas, asi como ejercicios.
3) Ciney Literatura
a. Contiene cortometrajes y obras literarias y ejercicios de comprension y analisis.
4) Lectura y comprension
a. Contiene lecturas provenientes del texto y de periodicos de América Latina.
5) Escritura
a. Contiene ejercicios de escritura y ensayos.

En su conjunto, los mddulos tienen la intencion de desarrollar en el estudiante las 4 habilidades o destrezas
lingiiisticas necesarias para aprender un idioma: la escritura, la lectura, la habilidad auditiva y la destreza oral. A
su vez, los modulos abarcan los “Institutional Learning Outcomes” y los “Program Learning Outcomes” con el
fin de tener un acercamiento global en la formacion del estudiante.

* El estudiante que no haga la primera actividad obligatoria en esta clase a distancia (online) causara baja
de la clase. Si el estudiante desea ser readmitido, el status del estudiante sera igual al de cualquier
estudiante que desee ingresar a la clase después del cierre de la fecha de ingreso.
