\ Course Description

Introductory survey of representative movements, authors, and works of Spanish American literature
from the Spanish Discovery to the present. Course conducted in Spanish.

* Recognize the characteristics of fiction and of the period known as Romanticism through the
various Latin American authors. (1800's to early 1900's)

* Read and analyze the new "ISMS"-Realism, Naturalism , and Modernism. (1880's to early
1900's)

* Recognize the more representative 20th Century Latin American authors and their works.

* Read and analyze Latin American women authors' concerns and genres used.

* Relate author with representative work(s).

* DPresent an oral and written "explicacion de texto".

* Complete a bibliography according to the MLA style.

Estas
composiciones serdn calificadas segtn su contenido, la coherencia y la habilidad
de desarrollar una idea central exitosamente.

Tareas, participacién y discusién en clase:

El estudiante debe participar activamente en clase. Debe hacer preguntas,
comentarios y venir preparado para hacerlo. Algunas de estas discusiones pueden
ser en el foro de Canvas como tareas (el maestro explicard esto con més
detenimiento) .

Analisis literario (Ensayo).
Como parte del curso deberan escribir un andlisis literario de una obra literaria
hispanocamericana. El andlisis deberd ser escrito en computadora, deberd tener 4-
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6 padginas de extensidén, usando la tipografia Times New Roman en el ntmero 12. A
lo largo del curso aprenderemos a escribir un anédlisis literario para desarrollar
nuestras habilidades criticas. El ensayo deberd seguir los lineamientos de la
Modern Language Association (MLA).
