A continuation of CIS 130 that includes adding, modifying and creating templates; adding, importing, and 
formatting data for tables and charts; customizing presentations; adding interactivity features; and 
incorporating PowerPoint with other applications. This course is intended for all students and 
professionals who wish to acquire skills in digital presentations. (CSU)

Course Objectives 
Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to: 

1. Understand Power Point masters, format master text, adjust text objects, use advanced drawing 
and formatting tools, use the style checker, and create a template. 

2. Insert data from a file into a datasheet, format a datasheet, change a chart's type and display, work 
with chart elements, animate charts and sounds, embed and modify an organizational chart. 

3. Embed a picture, insert a Word table, embed an Excel chart, link an Excel worksheet, update a 
linked Excel worksheet, insert an animated GIF file, a sound file, a video file, and hyperlink. 

4. Send a presentation for review, combine reviewed presentations, set up a slide show, create a 
custom show, use the meeting minder, rehearse slide timings, publish a presentation for Web, 
broadcast a presentation, use the Pack and Go Wizard

Exams: One (1) exam will be given. Exam will be multiple choice and computer output (you will submit a 
PowerPoint presentation proving you understand the material covered). Tests will be administered using 
Canvas.

subject line, (3) avoid sarcasm, (4) respect others’ opinions and privacy, (5) acknowledge and return 
messages promptly, (6) copy with caution, (7) do not spam or junk mail, (8) be concise, (9) use 
appropriate language, (10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional icons) to help convey meaning, and 
(11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple 
exclamation marks (!!!!)].

• Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or attempting 
to use materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the 
context of the academic assignment in question.   

Anyone caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero (0) on the exam or assignment, and the 
instructor may report the incident to the Campus Disciplinary Officer, who may place related 
documentation in a file.  Repeated acts of cheating may result in an F in the course and/or disciplinary 
action.
