2.Identify the earliest
civilizations that were found in the lands bordering the Eastern Mediterranean. 3. Distinguish the
characteristics of the Greek society that became the basis for Western Civilization and those unique
elements that separated them from other cultures. 4. Explain the contributions of the Romans in the
fields of politics, philosophy, literature, art, science and law to Europe, Africa and the Middle East. 5.
Describe the relation between the Roman Empire and the growth of Christianity until it became the
official religion. 6. Contrast the characteristics of the Middle Ages in western, central and eastern Europe
and the emergence of feudalism. 7. Explain the conditions in Europe which brought about an awakening
of economic, spiritual, and political energy known as the High Middle Ages. 8. Describe the tensions
between secular and spiritual authorities during the early, high, and later Middle Ages. 9. Describe the
emergence of eastern and western Christendom, Islam, and the interaction between the medieval Church
and the non-Christian world. 10. Identify the forces which created a new era of accelerated change that
manifested itself in three large movements: Renaissance, Protestant Reformation, and Exploration.

\ Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

Attendance, assigned reading, and taking notes on lectures, videos, and other class presentations are
required. Meaningful participation in class discussions is strongly encouraged. Grades will be determined
by the distribution listed below.

Exams will consist of short answer questions, identifications of terms, and multiple-choice. Most of each exam will be
based on written responses. A study guide will be distributed prior to each exam, and these should greatly help students
prepare for the exams.

The Short Paper will be a 800-1200 word take-home essay on an assigned question handed out in class.

Professionalism is a grade based on the seriousness and maturity of your behavior as a student in the class. It encompasses
gualities of attendance, punctuality, attentiveness, participation, and politeness.

\ Attendance

e A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory
activity of an online class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class.

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e What is netiquette? Netiquette is internet manners, online etiquette, and digital etiquette all rolled
into one word. Basically, netiquette is a set of rules for behaving properly online.

e Students are to comply with the following rules of netiquette: (1) identify yourself, (2) include a
subject line, (3) avoid sarcasm, (4) respect others’ opinions and privacy, (5) acknowledge and return
messages promptly, (6) copy with caution, (7) do not spam or junk mail, (8) be concise, (9) use
appropriate language, (10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional icons) to help convey meaning, and
(11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple
exclamation marks (!!)].

| Academic Honesty

Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors respect
the integrity of one another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and safeguarding
intellectual property.

There are many different forms of academic dishonesty. The following kinds of honesty violations and
their definitions are not meant to be exhaustive. Rather, they are intended to serve as examples of
unacceptable academic conduct.

e Plagiarism is taking and presenting as one’s own the writings or ideas of others, without citing the
source.

context of the academic assignment in question.
