Course Description 

This course is designed specifically to assist the learning disabled student who has the potential to 
succeed in a community college by assessing, interpreting, and diagnosing his/her learning 
strengths and weaknesses for the purpose of identifying learning disabilities.  Guidelines mandated 
by the California Community College System will be utilized to determine eligibility for learning 
disabilities services and accommodations.  Upon completion of this course, students will be better 
prepared to assert their needs and practice coping strategies pertinent to their unique situation.

Must be enrolled in at least one academic or vocational class.  Students need to make an appointment with 
the Learning Disabilities Specialist for an intake screening prior to enrolling in class.
