\ Course Description

This lab class offers intensive instructions in writing, research, reading, and critical thinking skills to promote
success in a concurrent English 110 course. This course follows the freshman composition co-requisite model
of acceleration.

English 55, a lab support course, is paired with English 110. English 55 is designed to assist students in
completing their homework assignments and essay assignments for English 110. Enrolling in the support
course English 55 allows students to bypass English 009. However, students who have qualified for English
110, but feel they could use more support in English composition, will also benefit from taking the paired
courses. Both courses are graded separately. English 110 follows the traditional grading scale and English 55
is a pass/no-pass course.

3. Demonstrate an ability to comprehend and interpret a variety of college-level texts, including complex
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arguments and at least one full-length novel, play, or non-fiction book, without relying on outside
sources for assistance (ILO1, ILO2, ILO3, I1L04)
\ Course Objectives
Upon course completion, the successful student will have acquired new skills, knowledge, and or attitudes as
demonstrated by being able to: *(Note: The objectives are the same as the objectives for the Co-requisite
ENGL 110 class.)

1. Read, analyze and interpret a variety of written texts, including one single-author text.

2. ldentify evidence, tone, purpose, and audience, and fallacies in a variety of written works.

3. Demonstrate a thorough understanding of the writing process, from development and drafting to
revising and editing.

4. Demonstrate a command of varying writing patterns, such as comparison and contrast, definition, and
argumentation.

5. Demonstrate an understanding of connotative and figurative language while writing for an academic
audience.

6. Adapt writing strategies to the requirements of the writing situation (e.g., to essay exam or other
timed writing, research writing, reflective writing)

7. Examine and analyze their own writing and that of other students with a view towards improving the
effectiveness of the written work.

8. Develop text analysis and interpretation supported by citations, synthesized with the study and
application of documentation styles and library skills (including electronic databases) to produce a
research paper.

9. Demonstrate an understanding of the writing process by writing at least four essays using a variety of
rhetorical modes, along with one research paper, composing a total of at least 6,000 words of formal
writing. Expository and argumentative papers constitute the bulk of student writing.

10. Participate in activities and areas of study as deemed appropriate by the instructor.

\ Textbooks & Other Resources or Links

No additional books are needed for the English 55, which is the Co-Requisite lab section of English 110.

\ Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

This course is a lab component for an English 110 course. As such, the primary instructional activities in the
class will be geared toward building pre-requisite skills, improving and enhancing the students’ understanding
of the course material, and assisting in the essay development process.

Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that lab courses do not require any work
done outside class. WASC has adopted a similar requirement.

\ Course Grading Based on Course Objectives
Grading Scale: This course uses a pass / no pass scale. Students must pass 70% of the lab assignments to pass
the course.

e 0- 69% = Did not pass

e 70-100% = Passed
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\ Attendance

e A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory activity
of an online class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class. Should
readmission be desired, the student’s status will be the same as that of any other student who desires to
add a class.

e Regular attendance in all classes is expected of all students. A student whose continuous, unexcused
absences exceed the number of hours the class is scheduled to meet per week may be dropped. For
online courses, students who fail to complete required activities for two consecutive weeks may be
considered to have excessive absences and may be dropped.

contests, and field trips) will be counted as ‘excused’ absences.

\ Classroom Etiquette

e Electronic Devices: Cell phones and electronic devices must be turned off and put away during class,
unless otherwise directed by the instructor.

line, (3) avoid sarcasm, (4) respect others’ opinions and privacy, (5) acknowledge and return messages
promptly, (6) copy with caution, (7) do not spam or junk mail, (8) be concise, (9) use appropriate language,
(10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional icons) to help convey meaning, and (11) use appropriate
intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple exclamation marks (!!!1)].

the academic assignment in question.
