Demonstrate ability with using a variety of prewriting skills (brainstorming, outlining, clustering) which lead to the

development of ideas and topics for paragraphs.

5. Demonstrate competency in writing sentences and an 8-10 sentence paragraph in one or more of the above-mentioned
grammatical areas using correct capitalization, grammar, and mechanics.

6. Demonstrate competency in writing topic sentences with topics and controlling ideas.
