Reflexiones escritas.

Habra varias reflexiones escritas durante el curso. Estos textos deberdn expresar sus reacciones sobre algunas
lecturas que el profesor les asignard. Estas composiciones serdn calificadas segtn su contenido, la coherencia y
la habilidad de desarrollar una idea central exitosamente.

Tareas, participacion y discusion en clase:

El estudiante debe participar activamente en clase. Debe hacer preguntas, comentarios y venir preparado para
hacerlo. Algunas de estas discusiones pueden ser en el foro de Canvas como tareas (el maestro explicard esto
con més detenimiento).

Analisis literario (Ensayo).

Como parte del curso deberan escribir un analisis literario de una obra literaria hispanoamericana. El andlisis
deberd ser escrito en computadora, deberd tener 4-6 paginas de extensién, usando la tipografia Times New
Roman en el nimero 12. A lo largo del curso aprenderemos a escribir un andlisis literario para desarrollar
nuestras habilidades criticas. El ensayo debera seguir los lineamientos de la Modern Language Association
(MLA).

Resena:

El estudiante escribird una resefia sobre el cuento o novela que haya leido para el ensayo. El maestro
proporcionard una plantilla con los puntos importantes a destacar: género literario, narrador, personajes,
tiempo, espacio, temas, etc. Posteriormente grabara una videoresefia y la enviara por Canvas.
